The author briefly describes major problems of Disability Studies, including Oriental states and
cultures. In this introductory article to the special section in the journal the author stresses out, that
although disable people consist a very significant group in humankind, their problems are still not reflected
in the Oriental studies in Russia. However, disability as a phenomenon had found its place in the Oriental
cultures since the ancient times, and disabled people were perceived differently depending upon the
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historical and cultural context in various periods. The author writes about emergency and important place
of Disability Studies abroad, mentions main approaches and concepts, and tells about the creation of the
new research group on Disability Research in Oriental states and cultures within the framework of
Institute of Oriental Studies, Russian Academy of Sciences. She also describes main research trends in
activities of this group, especially studies of digital technologies for improving the quality of life of disabled
people and concludes by briefly characterizing articles of special section in this journal.
